	Comments: 
Thank you for a warm welcome.  The children were all playing outside as it was such a lovely day.  There were several areas set up for play; the park area, football at one end of the hard court, bike riding on the other half of the hard court, each area coned off to differentiate.  Some children were playing on the grass, and others were accessing a quiet activity on a picnic rug under the verandah of the building. 
Four staff were on duty, three outside in the various play areas and one creating the hot tea.  The bus driver was also carrying out some additional duties in order to facilitate good relations with the hall committee.
The children looked very relaxed and comfortable, the routine is well rehearsed which makes the children feel secure. It is good to see the children having a hot cooked tea considering the time they spend at the club, this is sensibly served later in the afternoon, but drinks are available at all times.   
Staff are confident and calm with the children.  There were lots of good interactions where children were valued and cared for. The children were also encouraged to look after each other.  They showed good respect for their surroundings and the resources, putting things away as requested.  The children were reminded about being safe when vehicles were moving in the car park, this allowed the children to assess their own risk and make good judgements about when to put away the bikes they had been playing with. This was supervised to ensure the children’s safety, but the children made the decision.
All staff have safeguarding and first aid training, the member of staff responsible for preparing food has a food hygiene certificate.
The club has an office in the hall which is also used to store additional resources, this is a good example of collaborative working with the hall committee.  The manager sits on this committee which allows for a good overlap of responsibilities.  The hall committee have recently invested in the hall by having the parquet flooring refurbished.  The hall has also been decorated.

The new Statutory Framework may alter the way that the club records the children’s progress as the requirement for tracking the children’s progress has been relaxed for out of school care. Chris is keen to keep the records going as they provide a lovely diary of the children’s time at the club.  This is in line with many others in the sector. It is useful to sign up for Ofsted updates, this can be achieved on the main web site, the necessary parameters will need to be set, but this is a good way of keeping up to date with information and to read other relevant Ofsted reports which are a good learning tool.
